I am playing Live for Speed for a couple of years and iam really excited.

But I have a problem, because of healthy issues I can’t play with a racing-wheel.

I can’t bring enough forces to move it.

So the best input-device for me is a gamepad.

I got some things I want to tell you about.

If those things could be solved, most of the other gamepad-drivers, and maybe some of the peoples with similar diseases like mine would be thankfully, I think.

I am trying very hard to steer with the gamepad, but in fact of its very aggressive reaction it is very hard to get on top of the field.

My idea is to change the slider which can adjust the steering-lock.

At the moment we can change it from 90° and up.

That is most acceptable for Wheel-drivers, but with gamepad we would need values from 90° and less.

The same problem is with the Pedal-Controls.

I am using the right analog-stick for Throttle and Braking, but it is aggressive and hardly to control too.

So my tires heat up faster than the tires of a wheel driver, because of strong braking and too much steering.

It would be great if you could fix those Problems, so that there will be the same chances for wheel- and gamepad drivers.
